Hook: Dry Fly 12

Thread: Iron Dun 8/0 Uni

Hackle:  Dun palmered through body

Body: Gray/Olive Rabbit Fur

Wing: Church window Pheasant feather cut to shape
Antennae: Stripped Hackle Quill
